provide for neighbourhood plans and development orders 
give new housing and regeneration powers to the Greater London Authority, while abolishing the London Development Agency
fundamentally change aspects of planning enforcement Key issues being  – 
LPA powers to decline to determine retrospective applications
Time Limits for taking enforcement action on cases where ‘concealment’ of the breach has occurred.

The following is a selection of those documents out or due out for consultation:
The draft Eastleigh Borough Local Plan (2011 – 2029) is now published for public consultation. The deadline is 3 January 2012  
6 January 2012 – 17 February 2012  - Test Valley Core Strategy, Development Management DPD and Designations DPD
January – February 2012 – Winchester City draft Core Strategy to go out to consultation.
January – February 2012 – Southampton City Draft City Centre Action Plan to go out to consultation. This will contain policies for the city centre on specific sites. The Southampton Development Plan has been put on hold for the time being.
February – March 2012 - Basingstoke and Deane Borough draft Core Strategy to go out to consultation. Site Allocations DPD approved by Cabinet on 17th October 2011. 
February 2012 - The joint Core Strategy (pre-submission version) for the South Downs National Park and East Hampshire District to go out to consultation.
23rd December 2011 – Call for sites deadline for the Fareham Borough. The Site Allocations Development Plan Document, preliminary document to go out for consultation Summer 2012
Late January – February 2012 - New Forest District Sites and Development Management Development Plan Document pre-submission document out to consultation.
The Hampshire Minerals and Waste Plan is also now published for comment. The deadline is 19 December 2011.
